The
biography of Amenhotpe is also revised and his genealogical tree established.

It turns out that. at the beginning of the reign of Amenhotpe I1I our Amenhot.pe
was a youth, still without a family of his own, while at the end of the same reign he was
already dead of old age (at the age of less than 55). Such statistics help to establish the
average life expectancy of Egyptians in the XVIII dynasty. In year 31 of the reign of
Amenhotpe III our Amenhotpe is mentioned in inscriptions on ostraka, bul while the
ame king still lived our Amenhotpe was succeeded in office by his son Apir, who lived
till the end of the XVIII dynasty.

The face of Amenhotpe as portrayed on his sarcophagus beiongs to Lhe portrait-
type known as that of the «young Amenhotpe I1I». Since the shawabti was made at the
end of that king's reign, portraits of this type should evidently be ascribed, not to the

beginning of the reign, but to a special idealising style in sculpture (and J. Vandier so
ascribes them).
