THE TIN ROUTE AND THE NORTHERN TRADE OF MASSALIA
by Yu. B. Tsirkin

Information about the existence of a trans-Gallic tin route comes from Strabo and
Diodorus, who both drew on Posidonius. But the earliest references to the tin connection
with Bretania are found in Timaeus. Archaeological evidence indicates that a tin route
from Bretania to Massalia existed as early as the first half of the sixth century B. C.,
soon after this Phocaean colony was founded.

Hecataeus and the source of Avienus’s poem Ora Maritima, which goes back to the
end of the sixth and beginning of the fifth centuries B. C., attest to ties between Massalia
and Gaul at that time. Archacological data, including material found in Vix, indicate ties
betweenlthe Gallic hinterland and Massalia, and not Etruria. Etruscan importations
become frequent in these parts only from the end of the sixth century. Comparison with
%:fcavation results in northern Italy excludes the possibility of a route between Adria and

ix.

The trans-Gallic tin route arose in the early sixth century, when the founding of
Massalia coincided with intensive progress in the social differentiation of the Celtic tribes.

'}“he testimony of Strabo and the archaeological evidence show that there was both
a Rhéne — Loire and a Rhéne — Rhine tin route (excavations at Heuncburg are of great
significance for the latter route.). s

Amber must have been brought to Massalia as well as tin by this route. This is at-

tested'by amber finds at several points along the tin route and by the name Eridanus
sometimes applied by Greek authors to the Rhéne. In exchange for these goods the Mas-
saliote traders sent the Celts wine and products of handicraft in particular pottery.
X At the end of the sixth and beginning of the fifth centu;'ies the centre of development
in the Celtic world shifted, which resulted in the first wave of Celtic invasions into
sou.thm'n Gaul and the destruction of several Ligurian settlements north of Massalia ion.
This led toa break in contacts between the Massaliotes and the Celts and the disrupt-
of the then existing tin route. After that the Etruscans became the chief trading
partners of the Celts. The Greeks got tin from the Etruscans to a considerable extent
through their north Adriatic colonjes, Hence the removal of the legendary Eridanus
to northern Italy and Herodotus's ignorance of the extreme western parts of Europe.

Mass-alia did not resume trade with the Gallic hinterland till the fourth century B. C.
Interest in reviving this trade Wwas apparently the main reason for the expedition .
of Pytheas. The plan succeeded: Posidonius refers to trans-Gallic tin routes existing in

his days. These routes coincide with the sixth century Rhone-Saéne-Seine and Rhone—
Loire routes.
