PLOT AND IDEOLOGY IN AESOP’S FABLES

The social criticism and revolutionary spirit of the collection known as Aesop’s fables

should not be exaggerated. In the ideology of the demos in the seventh and sixth centuries
there were both revolutionary and conservative elements: the fir
the «Life of Aesop», the second by the fable collections that have survived to our day.
This may be shown by analysis, in the first place, of the moralistic epimyths and, in the
second place, of the plot structure of the fables in the basic collection (the Augus-
tana).

not better for him, but worse» (the four-part scheme—«exposition, idea, action, unexpected
results — in its different variations, occurs in 60—74% of all the fables in the Augustana;
all the variations are discussed in detail in the article). Practicism, individualism, scep-
ticism, pessimism — this is the typical ideology of the small property-owner, familiar
in European literature from Hesiod’s time to our own.

THE SITE OF ANCIENT EUPATORIUM
by D. §. Rayevsky

The location of the fortress-town Eupatorium, founded in the Crimea by Diophantus,
has for many years been the subject of learned debate. The reason for this is, first of all,
the paucity of information in the sources (Strabo, Ptolemaeus, Ammianus Marcellinus
and — though without naming the town — the decree honouring Diophantus). The site is
usually supposed to be in the neighbourhood of Chersonesus. However, a carelul study of
the text of the Chersonesus decree obliges us to transfer the search to the north-
western seaboard of the Crimea. This hypothesis is not disproved by Strabo's data, and
analysis of the figures given by Ptolemaeus fully confirms it. In that case the expression
«the other side» in the Chersonesus decree must be taken as referring to the territory
subject to Chersonesus in north-western Crimea. Neither does mention of the Taurians
in the decree conflict with location of Eupatorium in this area, since, in spite of estab-
lished tradition, the literary and archaeological evidence shows that not only the mountai-
nous region of the Crimea was Taurian territory, but almost the whole peninsula. The
location of Fupatorium at any particular ancient town-site is possible only ‘on the basis
of the figures given by Ptolemaen, and the interpretation of these is far from easy. By
comparing the coordinates of the known and unknown points mentioned by Ptolemacus
and by translating his system of coordinates into distances expressed in stades we see
that, according to Ptolemaeus, Eupatorium was 343 stades north-west of Chersonesus,
A comparison of the Ptolemaeic coordinates of known points in this region shows that
Ptolemaeus'’s stade for the North-West Black Sea region is equivalent to 158 metres. \\-’.hen
we transfer the information gained from Ptolemaeus to the map we find that Eupatorium
must be located on the site of Kara-Tobe, at the southern tip of the seaward bank of Lake
Sasyk. The strategic position of the site would make it an important .b.asevpomt in the
struggle of Chersonesus with the Scythians, which strengthens the probability of the theory
that the fort was named after Mithridates. Chronological data Obtﬂiﬂ.ed from trial digs
by P. N. Schultz favour the conjecture that the founding of Enpatorium by Diophantus
amounted to the renaming of a settlement which had existed on this spot for a very long
time, and also, perhaps, to the erection of additional fortifications. ;
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
