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one man, the proconsul L. Caecilius Melellus, who after considerable military successes
there received a triumph and the honorary name Dalmatius. This makes it highly probable
that the senate commissioned Metellus Lo organise Illyria as a province ca. 118 B. C. Zippel
argues convincingly that the province was organised before the time of Julius Caesar, and
the present author’s detailed review of Roman-Illyrian relations shows that, given the
state of our sources, a likelier date than 118 B. C. for the foundine of (he province will
hardly be found. The chronological range of modern opinion on the date of the division of
the provinece into two (Dalmatia and Pannonia) is much narrower: 27 B. C. (A. Betz),
A. D. 6 (G. Alf6ldi), 8—9 (E. Ritterling, A. Jagenteufel, W. Reidineer, A. Maoesy), 10
{Marquardt, Betz). The weak side of all these hypolheses is that their proponents ignore the
political circumstances. The right date appears tolthe aulhorto he the end of A. D. 8 or the
beginning of A. D. 9, since the outcome of «the most serious of all foreign wars since the
Punie» (Suet., 7'ib. 16) was decided in these months. The author sugeeslts that the purpose
of the division was to make casier the task of suppressing the Dalmatian-Pannonian rising
of A. D. 6—9 and then of efficiently governing the rebellious tribes.

TIHE SOCIAL AND POLITICAL MEANING OF THE FORMULA
CONSENSUS (CONSENSIO) BONORUM IN CICERO'S LETTERS

The formula consensus bonorum in Cicero’s letters had different meanings at di[ferclftb
{imes. In the sixlies, during the struggle with Catiline, it was synonymous with concordie
ordinum and had reference to the alliance of the senate with the equestrian order, at least
wilh the most influential part of that order. Later the formula consensus bonorum -denote('i a
group consisting mainly of individuals belonging to the first two orders whose AT o
cided with those ol Cicero. This change in the meaning of consensus bonorum iny conf%rr}ls
the absence of social and political homogeneity in the ranks of the equestrian m‘de.l' o
43 B. C. Cicero introduced a new formula to denote the bloc formed against Antony: om=
nium ordinum consensus. Cicero realised that the character of the new political coalition
had little in common with the notion concordia ordinum as conceived in the sixties; .t'he
appearance of the new formula omnium ordinum consensus and the change in the mef]ﬂlﬂg
of the old formula consensus bonorum, which had earlier coincided with concordia ordinum,
indicates, not that Gicero had changed his political programme, not an attempt 1_,0. bm?deﬁ
its social base, but rather that the social base on which Cicero relied in his pohucal acti
vities was itsell in the process of shrinking.
