lenistic period, which supports the hypothesis of V. F. Gaidukevich that fortifications
were built on Perekop in the 3rd and second centuries B, C. Some Late Mediaeval
fortifications in the Sivash area, such as the ditch in Sivash between Perekop and the
Litovsky peninsula and the ditches near the Chongarsky crossing, are, in the author's
opinion, remains of an earlier defence line, probably the wall of Asander.

TO WHAT LITERARY FAMILY DO THE «CHARACTERS»
OF THEOPHRASTUS BELONG?

V. V. Valchenko

The isolated position of the Characters in the genre system of ancient Greek literature
is responsible for most of the endless sharp debates about its author's work. In most ca-
ses the Characters are regarded as essays on scientific and philosophical themes, but this
's very doubtful. The author of the present article develops further an earlier opinion that
the Characters are rhetorical in nature. The «definitionsy introducing each «character»
and used as the main argument for assigning it to one of Theophrastus’s works on ethics,
are in fact rhetorical theses, and not definitions in the striet scientific sense. Comparison
of the works of Theophrastus with those of Aristotle shows that the former are much closer
to the Rhetoric of Aristotle than to his Ethics. The author suggests that the Characters were

a kind of model for practice work on abstract themes of characterology in the rhetorical
school of Theophrastus.
